From the Bend in the Road

“Nonviolence is the answer to the crucia political and moral questions of our
time; the need for humanity to overcome oppression and violence without
resorting to oppression and violence. Humanity must evolve for all human
conflict a method which reects revenge, aggression, and retaliation.
The foundation of such a method islove.” ~ Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.

I’ve been rereading a book by Marshall B. Rosenberg entitled “We Can Work It
Out: Resolving Conflicts Peacefully and Powerfully.” The principles of non-
violent communication teach people to address all conflicts on a “needs based
approach” rather than a “wants based approach.” Often, when we find ourselvesin
the midst of a conflict, our communication becomes centered on criticisms,
judgments, insults and resistance. We think that conflict resolution results in
“compromise.” One side wins and the other loses. Non-violent communication
rejects this premise and understands that while we may not always get what we
want, we can find resolutions where everyone’s needs are met.

We all have the same needs regardless of our gender, education, age, beliefs or
abilities. Our differences center on the strategies we use to meet our needs. When
we encounter conflict, we often shift our language to strategizing rather than under-
standing the commonality of needs. In addition, there are very few people that have
the literacy to express their needs to others. Another difficulty we encounter is the
way in which people express themselves triggers emotional responses within us that
may or may not be related to the situation. Understanding our own needs and how
they are or are not being met is the key component to addressing conflict in our
rel ationships with one another.

As we celebrate the legacy of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., | encourage you to
seek out peaceful & nonviolent ways to address conflict in your relationships. Be
compassionate and kind without compromising and remember that love is the
foundation of all change.
